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Description of Research:

As with all CSU divisions, the College of Health & Human Services at SDSU receives its needed funding through appropriation by the University.  Colleges that actively engage in activities that bring recognition and acclaim to the University have greater bargaining power when the University is appropriating funds.  Such activities may include attracting and graduating the best students, conducting and publishing groundbreaking research, or running community service programs that benefit the Cal-State system or the community at large.

One such activity that the College of Health & Human Services has decided to engage in is the hosting of a renowned guest lecturer at a presentation that will be open to the general public.  The College will have to coordinate the event, publicize it, manage registrations and parking passes, and otherwise ensure that the event is a success.  

It was determined that the project would be best served by development of a custom interactive web site.   Thus, such a site will be coded in HTML, Javascript, and PHP4, with MySQL as the underlying database.  The site will distribute information, take registrations and feedback, manage parking passes, and send automated email messages.  It will feature ssl-secured transactions, a full graphic design, and an administrative backend.

The goal of the MSIT program is to provide the tools necessary for successful implementation and management of an information technology project.   Thus, the GBA 596 project will be to bring the described e-commerce web site through the entire lifecycle of development, from the initial planning to the launch to the post-event evaluation of success, as an exercise in combining the many tools taught in the different MSIT courses into a single real-life information technology project.

Method of Evaluation: (to be completed by faculty supervisor):

Evaluation of this project will include a successful demonstration of the live working website, along with a thesis paper reporting the documentation, rationale, description of technologies used (and how they were implemented) and future projections/expectations of the site. Lastly, an electronic CD backup copy will be turned in as a supplement to the paper.
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
